Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the ““Native American Om-
nibus Technical Corrections Act of 2007,

SEC. 2. DEFINITION OF NATIVE AMERICAN.
Section 2(9) of the Native American Graves Protec-

tion and Repatriation Act (25 U.S.C. 3001(9)) is amend-
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(1) by inserting “or was’ after “is”’; and
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(2) by inserting after “‘indigenous to” the fol-
lowing: “‘any geographic area that is now located
within the boundaries of”.
SEC. 3. INDIAN TRIBAL JUSTICE.

(a) INDIAN TRIBAL JUSTICE TECHNICAL AND LEGAL
ASSISTANCE.—The Indian Tribal Justice Technical and
Legal Assistance Act of 2000 is amended—

(1) in section 106 (25 U.S.C. 3666), by striking

“for fiscal years 2000 through 2004”7 and inserting

“for fiscal years 2008 through 2012"; and

(2) in section 201(d) (25 U.S.C. 3681(d)), by
striking “for fiscal years 2000 through 2004 and

inserting “for fiscal years 2008 through 20127,

(b) INDIAN TRIBAL JUSTICE SYSTEMS.—Section 201

of the Indian Tribal Justice Act (250 U.S.C. 3621) 1is

amended by striking “2007” each place it appears and

inserting “2012”.

SEC. 4. NATIVE AMERICAN PARTICIPATION IN METH-

“(4) EFFECT OF SUBSECTION.—Nothing in this

subsection, or in the award or denial of any grant

pursuant to this subsection—

“(A) allows grants authorized under para-
oraph (3)(A) to be made to, or used by, an en-
tity for law enforcement activities that the enti-
ty lacks jurisdiction to perform; or

“(B) has any effect other than to author-
ize, award, or deny a grant of funds to a State,
territory, or Indian tribe for the purposes de-

scribed n this subsection.” .

(¢) GRANT PROGRAMS TO ADDRESS METHAMPHET-
AMINE USE BY PREGNANT AND PARENTING WOMEN OF-
FENDERS.—Section 756 of the USA PATRIOT Improve-
ment and Reauthorization Act of 2005 (42 U.S.C.

land, title to which” and inserting “‘an interest
in land, the title to which interest’; and

sion under section 207(a), includes the interest,
if any, owned by the decedent in improvements
permanently affixed to a parcel of trust or re-
stricted lands (subject to any valid mortgage or
other interest in such an improvement) if the
parcel was owned, in whole or in part, by the
decedent immediately prior to the death of the
decedent.”.

(a) INDIAN ARTS AND CRAFTS.—
(1) CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS; CIVIL ACTIONS;

MISREPRESENTATIONS.—Section 5 of the Act enti-

5 tled “An Act to promote the development of Indian
6 arts and crafts and to create a board to assist there-
7 in, and for other purposes” (25 U.S.C. 305d) is
8 amended to read as follows:

9 “SEC. 5. CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS; CIVIL ACTIONS.

10 “(a) DEFINITION OF FEDERAL LAW ENFORCEMENT
11 OrrICER.—In this section, the term ‘Federal law enforce-
12 ment officer’ includes a Federal law enforcement officer

13 (as defined in section 115(¢) of title 18, United States
